state that a solar company has petitioned it 
for some land in my allotment to build a 
solar farm. I wasn’t happy to get this notice. 
As I read through it I found it was going to 
be devastating. The solar company did not 
ask that I relinquish just a section or two. It 
was asking for almost all. In fact, it was ask-
ing for every state section within one town-
ship and half in another. And because of the 
way the land is checkerboarded, the land my 
family owns and holds grazing rights to will 
be cut off from use. Most of our range was 
to be taken with no compensation or offer to 
lease or purchase our commensurate private 
property whatsoever. 
      It occurred to me that because the private 
lands interspersed with the state lands will be 
cut off from the rest, it will be made useless. It 
seems pretty clear then that the plan is to 
obtain these private lands through 
eminent domain. Since the production of 
electricity will be the imperative, 
eminent domain will likely be granted and 
the private lands will be lost for $50 to $100 
an acre, the current value of unimproved land 
in this area. The state will receive lucrative 
lease payments, and private owners will get 
next to nothing. 
       I did some research on solar farms and 
discovered that after all the hype, it is not green 
energy at all. The land is graded and chemical-
ly sterilized. Solar panels will be packed in as 
tightly as possible. Every living creature within 
the enclosure of the solar farm will be killed or 
displaced. Deer, antelope, prairie dogs, bur-
rowing owls will all suffer. Prehistoric Native 
American burial sites and artifacts will be 
destroyed. Tens of thousands of acres of wild 
country 10 miles from Petrified Forest Nation-
al Park will be turned into an apoc alyp -
tic wasteland of bare dirt and glass. Nuclear 
detonations don’t have this kind of impact. 
      People should know that it won’t only 
happen here. If there is to be a widespread 
conversion to solar electricity, these farms will 
sprout everywhere in the West. They will have 
to, to come close to producing the kind of 
electricity the modern world requires. We will 
have to learn to live with the loss of the scenic 
western landscape we all love. Maybe when 
Americans understand what the conversion 
to green energy actually means, they will let 
their elected representatives and land man-
agement agency bureaucrats know that they 
should rethink their plans. 
      I hope they do, for my own sake, and for 
the sake of everyone who loves the West.
