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fathers in drafting the Declaration of Inde-
pendence and later the Constitution of the 
United States sought to end such assertions of 
arbitrary power. Yet in spite of these safe-
guards, what we are at present witnessing 
within the modern administrative state is ero-
sive to the fundamental principle of a govern-
ment by the just consent of the people as 
spelled out in the United States Declaration of 
Independence. 
      It is instruments of law such as the 
Endangered Species Act which encourage the 
royal prerogative, but the king in this case is 
not a man; the king is nature, not the law of 
nature, but the rule of nature. The natural 
environment trumps the “sacred right to 

property” and “self-preservation.” Perpetual 
easements, government land acquisition, reg-
ulation of private property, as well as other 
modern mechanisms are all designed to erode 
the aggregate of sovereignty comprised within 
private ownership of property without which 
you lose any capacity for local self-govern-
ment. Centralized economy and a regulatory 
scheme intruding into the private domain are 
designed to consolidate sovereignty. Because 
they can’t do this outright, they bribe us with 
our own money, exploit the conservative 
profit motive, and get us to sell our birthright 
for a pot of stew. 
      Isaiah 5:8 says: “Woe unto them that join 
house to house, that lay field to field, till there 
be no place, that they may be placed alone in 
the midst of the earth!”  n
