After nine years there have been many
opportunities for attacks on people if the
wolves were so inclined. It hasn’t happened.
The ranchers in these areas are into desperate
imaginings and it is appalling that they are
frightening their own children with “big bad
wolf” stories. It is tantamount to child abuse.
